Job Description - Roles and responsibilities

Responsibilities in regard to the curriculum: 
1. Kindergarten teachers are expected to develop a deep understanding of the principles of child development that underpin the Waldorf Early Childhood curriculum. Guided by this knowledge—along with study of the curriculum itself and an awareness of the particular needs of their group and community—they are responsible for planning activities and rhythms appropriate to the children's developmental stage.
2. Written plans should be prepared each year, outlining the seasonal festivals, weekly rhythms, daily activities, artistic work, storytelling, movement, and outdoor play. These plans should reflect a balance of nurturing the young child's imagination, physical development, social-emotional skills, and emerging capacities for concentration and collaboration.
3. Teachers are responsible for creating and carrying out a program that includes:
c. Morning movement activities with external specialists
c. Daily crafts, handwork, and artistic activities
c. Circle time with songs, verses, and movement games
c. Free, imaginative indoor and outdoor play
c. Nature walks and activities connected to the natural world including gardening and animal care
c. Storytelling and puppet plays
c. Practical life / purposeful activities (such as baking, cleaning, gardening)
4. Activities should be planned with attention to:
d. Balancing activity and rest, concentration and release ("in-breath" and "out-breath")
d. Encouraging healthy imitation through the teacher's own movements, speech, and conduct
d. Supporting the development of will forces through meaningful, rhythmical work
d. Fostering sensory integration through rich and natural experiences
d. Cultivating beauty, reverence, and wonder in the daily life of the classroom.
5. Kindergarten teachers are expected to deepen their understanding of the Waldorf Early Childhood pedagogy through study of anthroposophy, collaboration with colleagues, and attendance at relevant courses, workshops, and conferences.
6. Teachers are also encouraged to maintain an interest in wider educational practices and developments that align with or enhance Waldorf ideals.
Responsibilities for the children: 
1. Kindergarten teachers are asked to provide a living model of healthy behavior, responsibility, reverence, and gratitude through their speech, actions, and interactions.
2. Teachers should offer loving authority, warm guidance, and create an environment of security, predictability, and joy.
3. Teachers are responsible for:
a. Holding a clear and nurturing rhythm for the day, week, and year
b. Observing the children individually and as a group to guide activities and interventions
c. Bringing observations into their meditative life, supporting each child's growth inwardly as well as outwardly
d. Maintaining records of each child's development in areas such as social skills, physical abilities, imagination, and emerging pre-academic capacities
e. Keeping detailed records in cases where special educational needs are identified, in line with the school's SEN policy


Responsibilities to parents: 
1. Kindergarten teachers work closely with the Enrollment Coordinator, following the school's admissions process, and conduct home visits for new families where appropriate.
2. Teachers are expected to interact with parents with warmth, professionalism, and clarity, fostering trust and building a supportive class community.
3. Responsibilities include:
a. Holding regular parent-teacher conferences (twice annually) to share insights into the child's development and school experience
b. Hosting group parent evenings (at least three times per year) to share about the curriculum, seasonal activities, and child development topics
c. Communicating openly with parents while maintaining confidentiality and professional boundaries.
d. Seeking assistance from the School Leadership Team if challenges in communication arise
Responsibilities in regard to the school and colleagues: 
1. Kindergarten teachers are to work collegially with all faculty members, offering support, sharing observations, and participating actively in faculty life.
2. To guide and work respectfully and collaboratively with an assistant or co-teacher and external specialists.
3. Further expectations include:
a. Contributing to the administration and development of the school in alignment with its vision and mission
b. Participating in outreach activities, such as open days, festivals, and contributing to newsletters
c. Creating and maintaining a warm, beautiful, orderly, and clean classroom environment that nourishes the senses
d. Attending weekly faculty meetings, community meetings, and in-service training days
e. Being present on campus from 7:00 am to 3:00 pm, Monday to Friday, unless otherwise arranged
