working condition
● Create and maintain a clean and orderly classroom space
● Keep a daily record of the times at which children are picked-up with the

parent/guardian’s signature.
● Communicate clearly with parents
● Maintain a working knowledge of school policies and procedures: fire, shelter in place,

and evacuation procedures, proper documentation of children's injuries, location and
use of first aid kit, playground rules

● Calm, gentle manner
● Well organized, efficient
● Works well with colleagues
● Reliability and punctuality
● Excellent work ethic
